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Set Up

1.	After removing the shelter from its carrying case and laying it on a flat 
surface, spread the 4 legs of the shelter out to the side,

2.	Take the center pole and pull straight out to lift the top of the tent up and 
then push down on the 4 inner poles until they lock into place.

3.	Extend each of the leg poles upward until they lock into place. (For take 
down simply press the button on each of them and lower down).

4.	To secure shelter to the ground, slide the provided stakes in the bottom 
corner loops and drive them into the ground to secure. For added 
security, use the 4 guy lines provided at each corner and attach them to 
additional stakes, tightening as needed.

5.	Drape rain cover over top of tent and snap each plastic clip located at the 
corners of the cover into the corresponding clip on the leg pole. Adjust 
strap accordingly.

Take Down

1.	Remove the rain cover by unsnapping the clips at each corner and fold 
the rain cover.

2.	Remove any objects from inside the shelter and take out the stakes and 
guylines from the ground.

3.	With each leg pole, press the button located in the middle and lower the 
poles until they collapse down.

4.	Push down on the lower bars of the hub to collapse the shelter.

5.	Fold the 4 legs and roll shelter up to fit in its carrying case.
